The minutes of the preceding meeting were posted on the council web site, and approved by acclamation with no amendments.

Admissions Committee Report:

Gary Martinek’s application was unanimously approved admission.  Garry Martinek and one other are scheduled to receive their first degree on Sunday, September 6, 2009.  
Worthy Grand Knight’s Report:

The GK began by thanking the Admissions Committee for its encouraging news.  The Council is now one third of way toward its recruitment goal of six new member, thanks to efforts of the Admissions Committee Head Paul Messina. The GK also encouraged anyone who knew of potential members to contact them as soon as possible.
Because of a conflict with the Soccer Challenge, the installations of officers ceremony has been rescheduled to Sunday, September 20, 2009.  The installation will take place in the Resurrection Chapel at 1:30pm immediately following the noon mass.

The First Degree Ceremony will be held at Resurrection on October 19, 2009.  Our Council will pay for the First Degree.  We will split expenses for the Second Degree with other Councils.
Worthy Chaplain’s Report:

None was given.
Worthy Treasurer’s Report:

Worthy Council Treasurer Paul Messina stated that the Council’s current balance as of the month of August is $ 3,859.70.  His detailed Treasurer’s Report in Attachment 1 of these minutes.
Worthy Financial Secretary’s Report:

There was nothing new to report.
Worthy Deputy Grand Knight Report:

The DGK gave a report on the Council Service Program:

1) The Soccer Shootout was cancelled.

2) The Ice Cream Social went well.  14 to 15 Knights helped.  More than a 120 people showed up for the event.  But one issue did occur:  

Issue: The Ice cream Social was advertized as a free event.  But someone put out a little basket for donations.  

A discussion followed.  Finally, the following motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved:

Motion: The Council will donate $100.00 to the St. Vincent de Paul Society.
 

3) John Widitz handed out a schedule for the Tootsie Roll Drive.  In 2001, $2200.00 was raised.  And last year the Tootsie Roll Drive brought in $4,200.00.  The schedule has been attached to these minutes (Attachment 2.)  Volunteers are desperately needed on September 24th and 25th at the Church.  Moreover, stand-trained chaperones are needed.  It was mentioned that an Arch Diocese website course is available for such certification training.

Worthy Knight Sam Lomonaco then mentioned the Council should seriously consider the fact that Tootsie Rolls contain between 5 to 10 grams of heart clogging transfats per serving size.  A brief discussion followed.  The Worthy District Deputy said that he would discuss this matter with the District Council.  

4) The Council K-of-C Italian Dinner will be held Friday, October 9, 2009.  Help is needed, especially for setup.  Worthy Knight Mike Parker has graciously agreed to do the cooking.  Tickets will be sold on September 26th and 27th, and also on October 3rd and 4th.  Last year 180 people attended with a resulting net profit of $1,000.00.   It has been decided that prices will not be raised.  Adult tickets will sell for $12.00, children tickets for $7.00.

5) The shipment of Christmas cards has been received.    These cards will be sold after masses and other events.  Worthy Knight Hans Weidig has agreed to be in charge.  A net profit of $100.00 is expected from this endeavor.
Unfinished Business:
1) The check sent by the Council to Cedar Lane was not cashed.  It was decided to cancel the check, and reissue it to the PTA.  
4th Degree Report:

Worthy Knight Paul Messina mentioned that two members have signed up for a 4th Degree, and will be fully installed in this degree on March 27, 2008.   On March 14 there will be a luncheon for the new candidates in Poplar Springs.

· At last month’s convention, it was decided that the one-time Pro-Life Assessment would be made an annual assessment.  Each Council is now asked to have a Pro-Life activity each month.
